Association of Assam said that over (/taxonomyjterm/2166) the years they have
received only assurances and it has yet to be materialized. They said that the
ST (taxonomy/term/1997) status should not have any area restriction.
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The demand is not new. They were assured of the status before the assembly
polls. But that has not happened along with 5 other ethnic tribes.
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
