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JFA ridicules militants’ diktat

Journalists (/taxonomy/term/2506) Forum Assam (JFA (/taxonomy/term/2488)) has ridiculed
the diktat imposed by some separatist militant outfits of northeast India
(Jtaxonomy/term/2367) ON Observation of forthcoming Republic Day in the region
and appealed to the people to celebrate the auspicious Day with fanfare.

The forum argues
that the Tricolour belongs to every Indian national and they should pay
tributes to the known & unknown martyrs for their sacrifice by hoisting the
flag in total defiance to the rebels’ unjustified diktat.

sovereign nation today,” said a statement issued by JFA (/taxonomyjterm/2488)
president Rupam Barua and secretary Nava Thakuria.
